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The Green Scholarship is available to qualified students in Central Seminary’s
Korean-speaking Doctor of Ministry: Missional Church Studies, Master of Divinity,
and Master of Christian Care and Counseling programs.
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The application period for the upcoming academic year is June through July.
Interested current students must complete their Green Scholarship Application
Form during the application period. Interested students and prospective students
must complete the Green Scholarship Application Form once per academic year.
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Interested prospective students must complete the Green Scholarship application
during their admissions process before their first semester begins.
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Current students must have a $0 balance on their student account before applying
for a Green Scholarship for the upcoming academic year.
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Applications for Green Scholarships will be considered by a scholarship committee
appointed by the Senior Director of Enrollment Management.
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Exceptions and appeals of scholarship decisions will only be considered upon
approval by the Senior Director of Enrollment Management.
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Award Amounts: The Green Scholarship is awarded at four different levels.
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Korean Doctor of Ministry students may be offered an award depending on their
student status:

e Coursework Phase - $1,700 per semester

e Dissertation Phase - $550 per semester.

e Dissertation Extension —will not receive a Green Scholarship
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Korean program MDiv and MCCC students may be offered three levels of awards:
e Green100 is a $220 per attempted credit hour scholarship award.
e Green75is a $160 per attempted credit hour scholarship award.
e Green50is a $110 per attempted credit hour scholarship award.
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A qualified student must be enrolled full-time (6 credit hours for doctoral-level
students and 9 or more credit hours for masters-level students) to qualify for the
Green Scholarship. If a student’s enrollment drops below that level, the student no



longer qualifies for the scholarship and any disbursed scholarship funds for that
semester shall be returned to Central Seminary.
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A student must maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher to qualify for the full
Green Scholarship. If the cumulative GPA drops below 3.0, the student no longer
qualifies for the full Green Scholarship.
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A qualified student must remain in good standing at Central Seminary. This
includes—but is not limited to—being current on their student balance, not being a
current subject of academic discipline, attending and participating in classes, and
meeting expectations for student conduct as articulated in the Academic Catalog
and Student Handbook. If a student’s good standing status changes, the student no
longer qualifies for the scholarship. In those cases, any disbursed scholarship funds
for that semester shall be returned to Central Seminary, and no further scholarship

funds will be disbursed until the student returns to good standing.
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Students must accept their scholarship award offer before any funds will be
disbursed. That can be done in the Financial Aid section of the Financialtab in a
student’s Populi account.
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Exceptions and appeals will only be considered upon approval by the Senior
Director of Enrollment Management.
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International students who do not qualify for renewal of the Green Scholarship will have

their program cost updated and may be required to provide additional financial
documentation to update their 1-20 based on the new program cost.
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Green Scholarship award decisions can be appealed. To appeal a scholarship
decision, a student should contact their student success advisor for guidance.
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With the student success advisor’s guidance, a student intending to appeal a
scholarship decision should write a letter of appeal addressed to the Senior
Director of Enrollment Management. The letter should include an explanation of the
student’s context, an explanation of why the student is not meeting the minimum
requirements, a plan to get back to meeting the minimum requirements, and a

reasonable argument for why Central Seminary should make an exception to the
policy and change the student’s financial aid offer.
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
